Step 4 – Non-members

Select “Adolescent 
Programs.”



Step 5 – Non-members

The system will default to a non-
member registration. If you wish 

to sign up for a membership at the 
YMCA, you can click “Select 

Different Membership Type” to 
view prices and options. 

If you only want to register for 
Youth and Government, then 

proceed by clicking “Add 
Member.”



Step 6 – Non-members

Add at least one parent or guardian first. 
This will be the primary person on the 
account. For the parent/guardian, you 
only need to complete the “Personal 

Information” and “Contact Information” 
sections then click “Continue.” Please 

make sure to provide a parent/guardian 
phone number AND email address.



Step 7 – Non-members
(Continued for participants under 18)

 
Click “Add Member” again, and this time, 
add the participant information to register 

for Youth & Government. Please include 
health information for the participant as 

well as “Personal Information” and 
“Contact Information.” For middle school 

students, please provide a non-school 
email address since most school firewalls 

block our emails.

If you are registering siblings for the 
program, you can add the next participant 

by clicking “Add Member” again and 
entering the same information.

When all relevant members have been 
added, click “Continue.”



Step 8 – Non-members Participants over the age of 18 or a 
parent/guardian of participants under the 
age of 18 must read and acknowledge the 
Liability Waiver for the YMCA by clicking “I 

Agree” and then “Continue.”

On the next page, click “Proceed.” Note 
that this Promo/Discount Code page is 

NOT the right place to enter YAG 
scholarship or school billing codes.



Step 9 – Non-Members

Review the YMCA registration. If you are 
signing up as a Non-Member, there is no 
cost for this portion of the registration. 

Please click Continue.
